2013 Aug 7 Four Israeli soldiers 
on patrol are wounded in a 
blast claimed by Hezbollah 400 
meters (yards) inside Lebanese 
territory.

August 25 Two explosive-​laden drones hit the southern 
Beirut suburbs, causing material damage. All signs point to 
Israel. First such attack since 2006

Oct 8 Opening of Hezbollah's 
Support Front; firing missiles into 
Israel, calling for ceasefire in Gaza

April 8 Operation Endless Darkness/ 
Black Wednesday. Israel conducts over 
100 airstrikes in 10 minutes across 
Lebanon. At least 350 people killed.

Oct 2023 - July 2024  Legal Agenda observed 
the destruction of more than 35,000 
residential units, across 55 border villages. 
Water and power stations, farming and 
livestock sectors, were  systematically 
sabotaged. Twenty percent of all agricultural 
lands were ruined, all registered livestock was 
destroyed, and soil and water sources were 
poisoned.

Israel begins implementing scorched 
earth policy in the South: through 
engineered wildfires and widespread 
use of white phosphorous. Many 
describe this as planned ecocide.

16 October Filmed chain-​demolition of 
the entire occupied village of Mhaibib

28 similar operations are conducted 
during this phase.

Lebanese government report summarized Israel's 
achievements in the south: 250,000 driven from their 
homes; 25,000 houses partly damaged; 10,000 houses 
totally destroyed; 10,810 children orphaned; five 
towns (Tyre, Nabatiye, Hasbaya, Bint Jbeil, Tibnine) 
badly damaged; and ten villages wholly destroyed.

April 14
A senior Israeli military officer, Major General 
Yehoshua Saguy admits that Israel had delivered 
large quantities of arms, munitions, and equipment 
to Gemayel's forces in Zahle.

May 28 - June 3 1981 Fierce Israeli Aggression, to 
which the Palestinian response had been restrained.

July 10
Israel launched large-​scale air, naval, and artillery attacks 
against Palestinians and Lebanese in southern Lebanon.

July 15
PLO abandoned its restraint and shelled the Israeli town 
of Nahariya.

Israel's responses by blanket-​bombing densely populated 
areas in the south, battering the port of Tyre, and setting 
Zahrani oil refinery ablaze.

July 17
Israeli bombers struck the Arab University in Beirut and two 
nearby refugee camps.
For Beirutis this became Operation Infanticide, so many 
were the small children and infants among the more than 
300 killed and 800 wounded

September to October Local Israel proxies kill more 
than 130 people—​Lebanese and Palestinians— and 
wounds more than 400 wounded, in Beirut. In 
southern Lebanon in the same period the toll was 83 
Palestinians killed and 225 injured. 

April 21
After a landmine killed an Israeli officer in South Lebanon, the 

Israeli Air Force attacked the Palestinian-​controlled coastal 
town of Damour, killing 23 people

May 9
Israeli aircrafts attack targets in Lebanon.

August 1981-​May 1982
UN Reports there were 2096 violations of Lebanese 
airspace and 652 violations of Lebanese territorial 
waters by Israel.

March 1982
Israel withdraws from Sinai

June 3
Assassination attempt against Israeli Ambassador 

to the by Abu Nidal Organization (not PLO)

From April until the end of August, Israel 
turned southern Lebanon into a free-​fire 
zone, subjecting it to almost daily pounding 
by heavy artillery and bombers.
